THE PARTIES AGREE TO THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS: 
Article 1
(Purpose)

(COMPANY NAME) _________________ assigns the Politecnico, in complete accordance, the task of implementing technical-scientific activity with the aim of  __________________________________________________ .
Article 2
(Method of implementation)

The activities governed by this Agreement, as outlined in the technical attachment which forms an integral and essential part of the current Agreement, will be carried out according to the following work programme:
In accordance with the conditions outlined in Art. 5, during the course of work activity Supervisors may provide written agreement to update and/or modify programme activity where this is deemed necessary to improve results or is appropriate given the nature of results achieved. This requires a concurrent update to the technical Attachment and a written agreement to modify, if required, any economic commitment as per Art. 6.    
Article 3
(Activity Supervisors)

The Supervisors appointed by the Parties to implement and manage all scientific and technical aspects of the activities elaborated in the current Agreement  are:

Supervisors are required to maintain continual consultation and dialogue to guarantee optimum implementation and coordination of the activities set out in the technical Attachment.  
Any substitution of Supervisors by Parties must be accompanied by written notification to the other Party with reasonable notice.  

Article 4
(Premises for activity execution  )

The activities outlined in this Agreement will be executed at/in ___.

In order to facilitate activities and reach objectives, the Parties agree to allow Supervisors and staff involved in the project reciprocal access to Party premises.

Article 5
(Duration, extension and changes to the Agreement)

The duration of the current Agreement is fixed at a period of ______ months from the undersigning of the aforementioned Agreement.  
The Parties may agree to an extension of the duration of the current Agreement upon written and substantiated request on the part of the requesting Party, to be sent by registered post by one of the Parties at least 15 days before the expiry of the original terms. The other Party must express its written acceptance no later than 5 days after receiving the registered notification. 

Should this extension include additional activities not outlined in the original technical Attachment, the Parties will agree to an extension of the abovementioned Attachment and its relative remuneration.   

In the same way, the Parties may agree that the expiry date of the current Agreement is brought forward and so define any changes to the total monetary figure involved, as per Article 6 below.  

Article 6
(Remuneration and payment methods)

Remuneration for the activities outlined in the current Agreement are determined at an all-inclusive, fixed fee of  € __________________ excluding VAT.
(NAME OF COMPANY) ______________ will pay the agreed amount to the Politecnico in the following way:

· € ________________ ________________, on the date of undersigning the current Agreement;

· a balance of € ____________  on the completion of activities carried out.

Article 7
(Confidentiality)
The Parties undertake to consider all information exchanged as confidential.

The Parties undertake not to divulge to any third party information or technical details related to the activities related to the current Agreement, except where this has been expressly agreed in writing by both Parties.  

Furthermore, the Parties undertake not to use the counterpart’s name for publicity purposes, also when related to the scope of the activity.
Article 8
(Ownership of research results)
Both Parties expressly accept the following conditions:
It is agreed that each Party will retain ownership of their own industrial and intellectual property rights as follows:

· as “background”, meaning all knowledge and information developed and/or owned in any way by each Party prior to the undersigning of the current Agreement;

· as “sideground”, meaning all knowledge and information developed and/or owned in any way by each Party during the execution of activities but external to and independent of the other, also when related to the same scientific field.

In addition to the above, each Party has exclusive ownership of results achieved independently and by their own means, also when within the scope of research and activity related to the current Agreement. Excluding the rights of inventors as per current legislation, the results achieved as part of the scope of the Agreement will be equally co-owned, except where the Parties agree in writing to modify the proportion of ownership, with due consideration of inventive contribution and input (in terms of human, equipment and financial resources of both Parties).  
When carrying out activities, the Supervisors of each Party must divulge any protection-sensitive data deriving from results achieved during the execution of said activities.
The Party which agrees to the co-ownership of research results as per the current Agreement may make a privative clause request on their own behalf relative to these results unless the other Party demonstrates clear interest in a joint demand within sixty days of receipt of the first Party’s registered post notification of the privative clause request. This notification must also reference the entire text of the current paragraph and contain an admonition that consequent procedures for said privative clause request must be made on the Party’s own behalf and at their own expense. Any notification of interest must be made by registered post with acknowledged receipt, where postage date will prevail with respect to the abovementioned conditions.
Where the activity related to the current Agreement is subject to the deposition of a privative clause request, the Party which initiated deposition proceedings must notify the other Party within thirty days of the effective deposition of the privative clause request, indicating the relative date and reference number.
Where there is joint ownership, the Parties agree that a subsequent, separate contract will be drawn up with specific clauses on the methods to be adopted for patenting and/or registration, the division of expenses and proceeds from commercial use, and the protection of industrial property rights, including any licensing conditions.  
The Parties agree to protect results, which may also be subject to patent or registration, as per current laws on intellectual and industrial property, contributing equally to the relative costs of joint ownership.   

Article 9 
(Use and publication of results)
A Party may only publish the results of activities related to the current Agreement upon written authorisation from the other Party. This may not be unreasonably denied and must take into account both the protection and use of intellectual property and the potential industrial development related to the abovementioned results.  

Article 10
(Insurance cover)
Each Party will provide legal insurance cover for their own staff who, as per the current Agreement, will be required to carry out work duties at the premises used for activity purposes as set out in Article 4.  
In executing activities related to the current Agreement, the staff of a Party using the premises of the other Party to carry out work duties and/or activities related to the current Agreement will be required to adhere to the current disciplinary and safety regulations of the other Party’s premises, notwithstanding the obligation of their own organizational structure to provide insurance cover.

Article 11
(Withdrawal)

Both Parties have the right of withdrawal from the current Agreement, namely in termination by mutual agreement.

Withdrawal must be exercised by registered post notification with acknowledgment of receipt and provide at least 30 days’ notice.  

Withdrawal and termination do not have any future ramifications and do not affect that part of the Agreement which has already been executed.

In case of withdrawal, the contractor will pay the Politecnico the balance of costs incurred and expenditure committed, as per the Agreement, up to the date of withdrawal notification receipt.
Article 12
(Disputes)

The Parties agree to resolve amicably any dispute arising from the interpretation or execution of the current Agreement.   

Where no amicable resolution may be found, the place of jurisdiction will be Bari.

Article 13
(Registration fees and stamp duty)

The current Agreement, drawn up in duplicate, is subject to registration norms where its use is applied under art. 5 of Presidential Decree no. 131 (26/04/1986). 

All expenses relative to registration are to be paid by the requesting Party. 

The stamp duty fee will be paid by _____________________.
Article 14
(Referral)

For any other points not expressly referred to in the current Agreement, current norms and regulations will apply.
