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Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) on 
EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL COOPERATION 
BETWEEN

AND
_________________________________ Politecnico di Bari, represented by Professor Francesco Cupertino, Rector (hereinafter ‘University 2’), together hereinafter referred to as the ‘Parties’, have entered into this Educational, Scientific and Cultural Cooperation Agreement (hereinafter ‘Agreement’)
1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1. The Parties are acting on the basis of mutual interest in the developing cooperation programs in the sectors of teaching methodology, training and scientific research in the fields of ____________________ , 

1.2. The cooperation is based on equality, mutual benefit, honest business partnership, as well as maintenance of mutual business contacts.

1.3. The present Agreement shall not impose any property and financial liabilities on each Party, and any restrictions on their independence and autonomy while exercising their statutory activities. It consists only of a declaration of intent for collaboration in accordance with the terms detailed below. 

2. SUBJECT OF AGREEMENT

2.1. The subject of the Agreement is the organization of the partnership and cooperation of the Parties. 

2.2. The Parties have agreed as follows:

· to plan an implement joint research programs in the fields of ______________________; 

· to accept in their publications the scientific contributions made within the cooperation framework accordingly to their respective resources; 

· to promote the organization of joint study meetings, workshops, conferences, courses and lectures to be held in one of the Universities; 

· to facilitate the exchange of teachers, researchers and administrative staff for the joint development of educational and scientific activities and cultural initiatives; 

· to organize integrated study programs dedicated to students and PhDs; 

· to facilitate the exchange of students and postgraduates, to take part in education programs, courses, internships, training and research activities; 

· to organize bachelor’s degrees, master’s degrees, PhD and post-graduate degree courses, allowing double/joint degrees;
3. FORMS OF COOPERATION
3.1. The terms of co-operation for each specific activity implemented under this Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) shall be mutually discussed and agreed upon in writing by both parties prior to the initiation of that activity and will be the subject of separate agreements. In addition, in this Memorandum of Understanding partner organizations mutually accept their respective criteria and procedures for quality assurance, assessment, validation and recognition of knowledge, skills and competence for the purpose of transferring credit.

3.2 Additional agreements covering specific projects will be drawn up as required; such agreements will cover the responsibilities of each Party, the financial arrangements and ownership of research output. 
4. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS
4.1. The distribution of intellectual property rights created as a result of the cooperation of the Parties under this Agreement is carried out in each individual case under the separate agreements that are concluded between the Parties pursuant to this Agreement.

5. CONFIDENTIALITY 
5.1 During the term of this MoU each party shall treat as confidential and shall not disclose to any person the terms of this MoU or any information or materials supplied or made available in connection herewith without the prior written consent of the other party provided, however the party may disclose such information as required by law or to its professional advisers. This provision shall survive termination or expiration of this MoU.
6. AMENDMENTS

6.1. The Parties may make changes and additions to the terms of this Agreement by mutual agreement.

6.2. All changes and additions to this Agreement shall be made in writing and signed by the both Parties.
7. FINAL PROVISIONS

7.1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the day of signing and shall be valid for ________________ years. The extension or renewal of the Agreement will be defined by mutual agreement of the Parties at least 3 (three) months in advance of the effective date of termination of the Agreement. 

7.2. This Agreement may be terminated by either Party by a written notice. This agreement shall be terminated within 2 (two) months from the date of receipt of the written notice.

7.3. The Agreement is drawn up in English in duplicate one for each Party, both texts having equal validity.
